It becomes a

loyalty test. That is enforced unreality — and it did not arrive by accident.

This book traces how it happened: the progressive dismantling of constitutional restraint, the

importation of Marxist moral categories, the long march through schools, courts, media,

churches, and bureaucracies that turned ideology into the air ordinary Americans breathe. It

covers the sexual revolution and its endpoint in gender ideology. The judicial usurpations that

placed revolution beyond democratic correction. The education system that claims children

before parents can reach them.
